1 Ampelopsis brevipedunculata has not previously been documented for Indiana; although there are scattered known occurrences from all bordering states. This species was field identified, so there are no voucher specimens against which to confirm the
identification. Since there are no other vines with a similar leaf pattern, the account will be retained on the list as a questionable occurrence.

1 Ampelopsis brevipedunculata has not previously been documented for Indiana; although there are scattered known occurrences from all bordering states. This species was field identified, so there are no voucher specimens against which to confirm the

identification. Since there are no other vines with a similar leaf pattern, the account will be retained on the list as a questionable occurrence. This species was not identified from within any wetlands.

1 Ampelopsis brevipedunculata has not previously been documented for Indiana; although there are scattered known occurrences from all bordering states. This species was field identified, so there are no voucher specimens against which to confirm the

identification. Since there are no other vines with a similar leaf pattern, the account will be retained on the list as a questionable occurrence. This species was not identified from within any wetlands.
2 Changed Asclepias lanuginosa in the original report to Asclepias longifolia (=A. hirtella). This species was not identified from within any wetlands.

3 Although most of these sedges were identified as Carex grayii, the potential exists that some may have been the similar Carex intumescens. Because it is not possible at this time to determine which habitat units the correction should be made, the

individual habitat occurrences have not been revised with the understanding that some of these could potentially be Carex intumescens.

4 Changed Chrysopsis villosa for habitat units H24 and H33 in the original report to Heterotheca subaxillaris. These individuals were not identified from within any wetlands.

5 Changed Hypericum prolificum in the original report to Hypericum kalmianum for wetland W36-4.

6 Changed Lilium philadelphicum var. andinum in the original report to Lilium michiganense for wetlands W38-1 and W42-1.

7 Changed Agalinis aspera for habitat unit H34 in the original report to Linaria vulgaris. This individual was not identified from within a wetland.

8 Changed Shepherdia canadensis for habitat unit H10 in the original report to Lonicera sp./ Ligustrum sp. This individual was not identified from within a wetland.

9 Changed Trichostema dichotomum in the original report to Lythrum salicaria for wetland W42-2.

10 Changed Ribes triste for habitat unit H25 in the original report to Ribes rubrum. This individual was not identified from within a wetland.

11 Changed Trillium sessile in the original report to Trillium recurvatum for wetland W39-4.

12 Although all of the cattails encountered within the project area were identified as either Typha angustifolia or Typha latifolia, several of these occurrences might have been the hydrid Typha x glauca. Because it is not possible at this time to determine
which habitat units the correction should be made, the individual habitat occurrences have not been revised with the understanding that some of these could potentially be Typha x glauca.

13 Changed Viburnum dentatum in the original report to Viburnum recognitum for wetlands W56-4 and W56-5.
